The grid arranges commonly
used ICD-9 diagnoses within the five classes of
impairment severity, according to the consensus-
based dominant criterion. Functionally based
histories, physical findings and broadly accepted
objective clinical test results are integrated where
applicable to help physicians determine the
grade within the impairment class.

Range of motion is no longer used as a basis
for defining impairment since current evi-
dence does not support this as a reliable
indicator of specific pathology or permanent
functional status.
